
GENERAL PARLANTI’s BIOGRAPHY 
 

 
 
Graduated from the French Military Academy of SAINT-CYR in 1983 and of the Artillery School in 
DRAGUIGNAN in 1984, BG Jean François PARLANTI joined, at the completion of the course, the 
French Marines as an artillery officer (Army). 
 
Then, he successively served from 1984 to 1992 within units (41st marine artillery regiment in 
FRANCE, 33rd marine infantry regiment in the FRENCH WEST INDIES, 9th marine artillery 
regiment in TRIER (GERMANY) as a battery commander). 
 
From 1992 to 1994, he served as the military adviser of the Force commander in NEW CALEDONIA 
(PACIFIC).  
 
He is graduated from the US Command and General Staff College at Fort Leavenworth 
(KANSAS/USA) and from the Armed Forces Staff College at Norfolk (VIRGINIA/USA)  (Class 
1997). 
 
Twice he served at the French Military Academy of SAINT-CYR to train the cadets and especially 
from 1999 to 2002 as a cadets Battalion commander.  
 
His operational experience is based on overseas assignments (West Indies, New Caledonia) and 
operations with UNIFIL (1985/86) in LEBANON, and SFOR in 1998 as a planning officer in J5 cell 
of HQSFOR in BOSNIA HERZEGOVINA.  
 
He also served in PARIS in the Army general staff (Manning policy) from 2002 to 2004. 
 
From 2004 to 2006, he was the commanding officer of the Marine infantry regiment of Pacific in 
NEW CALEDONIA. 
 
Then, he taught operational art to the students attending the French war college (Ecole de Guerre) in 
PARIS (2006-2007) and he attended the center for High Defense Studies (Istituto Alti Studi per la 
Difesa) at Roma (ITALY) (2007-2008). 
 
By the completion of the course, he joined the defense staff in PARIS in the “Director, Studies and 
overall management cell” working for the vice chief of the defense staff, with the particular task to 
coordinate the return of France to a full participation in NATO.  
 
On 1st August 2010, he was promoted Brigadier general, and took the responsibility of the “Arms 
control” division of the Defense staff. 
 
He has been assigned Force commander of French forces in NEW CALEDONIA (COMSUP FANC) 
from the 1st August 2011. 
 
BG PARLANTI is married to Natalie and has 5 sons, is bachelor of science engineering and Master II 
of advanced defense studies from the University of Perugia (Italy), has been awarded Legion of honor, 
national merit and was mentioned in despatches.
